This is a parchment certificate with calligraphic inscription of the Veteranôs name expressing 
the nationôs grateful recognition of an honorable discharged deceased vet. 
There is NO CHARGE, and multiple copies can be ordered. Eligible recipients  
include the next of kin and loved ones.  
This program had existed since 1962 and is administered by the Department of  
Veteranôs affairs. Allow 8-10 weeks for delivery. 
 
You will need: 
 
1. a copy of the veteranôs honorable discharge  
2.  a copy of the death certificate         
3.A completely filled out PMC application (VA FORM 40-0247 )
