One of the speakers pointed out all the teachers in the audience, and told the students that 

in 4 years they could be earning more than their teacher. The teachers did not disagree.

HCC and USF. The school would not approve a second ab-

sence during the final quarter. And Amazingly- The event 

sponsors paid for our studentôs lunch and the bus! That is a 

big savings for our club.
