Both Kristina Chowning and Shelagh Gombarcik, PER, were 

totally drenched by the time they got into the school. Luckily, our discomfort was not shared by the 

students who had earned the reward. The students were very glad to have great choices of 

beverages, free food, and a free period socializing in the cafeteria instead of in the classroom. We 

had a class of exceptional students with good attendance join us, and they even brought the Easter 

bunny along! Before we left, we had the pleasure of presenting some of the 12 gift cards that went to 

teachers who had perfect attendance from January through March, that was a lot of fun! 

This was an unusual use of the Spotlight Grant, and we appreciate the fact that Elks National 

Foundation agreed that the Chamberlain HS project was an extension of our Robinson HS Project.
